attractive. Need to sing ‘The Raggle Taggle 

Gypsies’ 

• My Unborn Self - teen to 25 - anxious to be free 

• My Timid Self - 25 to 30 - unsure, jittery 

• Sam (the husband) - 40 to 50 - ‘pink and
